Six years ago there was a distinct possibility that Wend-
over  cou ld lose its l ibrary, bu t  here we are today and the 
Community Library is thriving with a team of experienced 

volunteers not only behind the counter but in running many 
other activities including ôBounce and Rhymeõ and ôLearn My 

Wayõ and ôOn-Screenõ.  Through subscriptions and donations, 
members of the ôFriends of Wendover Libraryõ (FOWL) enable 
us to organise events such as the Restaurant Raffle, the Li-

brary Quiz and the Charity Golf Day all helping to purchase 

new books or furniture for Wendover.   

 

The Library Meeting Room has been transformed and 
our gardens at the front and rear have become a colourful as-

set benefiting the whole of Wendover. The Community and 
Tourist Office is now managed by library volunteer staff and 
the Community Police Office is also based there. Our next 

step, which is well underway is to open a new and attractive 
upstairs meeting room for up to ten people and in the longer 

term we may make ôhot desksõ available for hire. We are also 
working closely with Wendover Junior School and will ex-

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However, we can take nothing for 

granted. More financial ôsavingsõ will be 
required. We have therefore to ensure 

that Wendover Library becomes increas-
ingly valued as an essential community 

facility.
